There is a Scotland-wide education programme for Dental
Core Trainees which is designed to match the DCT
curriculum. The programme has four themes running
through each year of Dental Core Training. These
are: Clinical, Communication, Career Development SkKills,
and Quality Improvement & Patient Safety. Posts begin
with a local health board and NES induction, followed by a
number of face-to-face study events throughout the year,
supported by Turas Learn. These events include all Dental
Core Trainees in Scotland, as does the annual trainee
conference. All trainees have access to study leave time
(in line with terms and conditions of service) and budget.
